2” wide x 11” long or your desired cup size
Bernat Satin or any desired yarn

UsS5s

Notes | (lbbresiations

DYO—Double Yarn Over : wrap yarn around needle
twice. The result will be two extra stitches

K2TOG: Knit two stitches together

P2TOG: Purl two stitches together

Cast on 17 stitches.

1: K1 *P1, K1 repeat to end of row.
2: Pl *K1, P1 repeat to end of row.
3: Pl *K1, P1 repeat to end of row.
4: K1 *P1, K1 repeat to end of row.

Repeat rows 1-4 until .75” short of desired length
ending with row 4.

1: [K1, P1]3x, DYO, K1, [P1, K1]2x, DYO, [K1, P1]3x

2: P1, [K1, P1]2x, K2TOG, P2TOG, K1, P1, K1,
P2TOG, K2TOG, [P1, K1]2x, P1

Note: Into the first DYO—K2TOG into the first yarn
over and P2TOG into the last YO; Into the second
DYO—P2TOG into the first yarn over and K2TOG
into the last YO.

3: Pl *K1, P1 repeat to end of row.

4: K1 *P1, K1 repeat to end of row.
