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Mockingbird Knits 
    Simple Lace Scarf 
 
The simple lace scarf is an ideal project for 
any beginner. The two basic techniques; 
yarn overs (YO), and decreases (k2tog) 
create an elegant scarf or even a wrap if 
you increase the number of cast on 
stitches.  
 

Finished Size 
 
With 40 cast on stitches the width is 
6.5”. The length varies depending upon 
you preferences.  
 

Materials 
 
Bernat Satin (100g/3.5oz)  
Approximately 400 yds 
 

Needles 
Size 7 U.S. 
 
 

Directions 
 
Cast on 40 (multiples of 2 + 4) 
 
Knit 2 rows 
 
1 - K2 (K2T0G, YO, repeat until last 2 stitches), K2 
2 - Knit 
3- Knit 
 
Repeat rows 1-3 until desired length, ending with row 3. 
Bind off knit wise and weave in ends.
